Sandi stated that it will be a 
web based setup. 

o NVIV08 software will be available for downloading by the end of 
this week. This software allows data to be compiled from Nudist. 
Currently 2 professors are using it.  

o Dave Lifer asked about Synchroneyes. Sandi stated that we will 
still be using it. 

o Bill Weiss explained the software used in the Library and that Jan 
needs admin status to control the software. Sandi will schedule a 
meeting with Bill, Scott and Jan to discuss this further.
